After its initial stage of expansion
during the 9th century BC, Assyria came to
dominate the entire region that we today call the
Middle East: from the Zagros Mountains in
modern Iran to the eastern coast of the
Mediterranean, and from the Taurus mountains
in southern Turkey to the Persian Gulf. ---- In so
doing, the Assyrians left an unforgettable mark on
the development of civilization within and
beyond the Middle East.
